Leaving a Gift in Your Will to Methodist Home for Children

A bequest is a gift of any amount made outright in your will. You may include a charitable bequest when you execute a new will or you can add it to an existing will through a codicil. Bequests to Methodist Home for Children (MHC) have always been important, and we receive them as special blessings that allow us to look to the future with hope.
We ask that bequests be made to the Methodist Home for Children Foundation, 1041 Washington Street, Raleigh, NC 27605. The MHC Foundation is a nonprofit organization as described in Section 501 (c) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code. Formed in 2002 to provide financial and fundraising support for Methodist Home for Children, the Foundation acts as steward for all investments that were previously held by MHC.

Your bequest can take one of several forms, and the most common options for unrestricted bequests are described below. If you prefer to designate your bequest for a specific purpose, we can prepare appropriate language to share with your attorney.
1. A Specific bequest describes a specific dollar amount or asset and may be a gift of cash, securities, real estate, or personal property.

I give, devise and bequeath to the Methodist Home for Children Foundation the sum of (specific dollar amount) or (a description of securities or property) to be used for the general purposes of the Foundation.

2. After specific bequests have been fulfilled, a Residuary bequest selects a charity to receive all or a percentage of the remainder of your estate.

I give, devise and bequeath to the Methodist Home for Children Foundation (insert number) percent [e.g. 50 percent] or the remainder of my residual estate to be used for the general purposes of the Foundation.

3. A Contingent bequest only takes place if all primary beneficiaries in your will are pre-deceased. By naming a contingent beneficiary, you prevent your estate from reverting to the state.

If my beneficiary [beneficiaries] predeceases me, I give, devise and bequeath such property originally designated for said beneficiary [beneficiaries] to the Methodist Home for Children Foundation to be used for the general purposes of the Foundation. 

Your bequest language may include the Federal Identification Number (FIN) for each beneficiary. The FIN for the Methodist Home for Children Foundation is 56-2259577.
